attendees are encouraged to bring
picnic dinners, blankets, and chairs to
enjoy the show. drinks and snacks will
also be available for purchase at the Park
and at the neighboring Palm desert
aquatic center. alcoholic beverages,
smoking, and portable barbeques are
prohibited. Private fireworks are illegal
in civic center Park and throughout the
city of Palm desert. Flashlights are rec-
ommended for safety exiting the park.

to protect public safety during the
holiday celebration in the unusually busy

park, golf carts will not be allowed to
operate inside park grounds on july 4.

civic center Park is located at 73510
Fred waring drive (Fred waring and san
Pablo avenue). Parking will be allowed at
the park until 6 p.m.

road closures around the park are
scheduled to begin at 4 p.m. Private
vehicles will not be allowed into the park
once parking lots are full.

For the comfort and convenience of
attendees, free, air-conditioned shuttle
service will be provided between
the gardens on el Paseo, located at the
corner of el Paseo and san Pablo avenue,
and civic center Park, from 6 p.m. until
10 p.m.

hours for the aquatic center’s
three pools will be extended with
doors opening at 5:30 a.m. and
closing after the fireworks, which
start at 9 p.m. diving boards and
slides will close at dusk.

admission for Palm desert
residents is $4 for adults (ages 13 - 59), $3 for seniors and youth (ages 6 — 12 or 60 and up), and $2.50
for children (ages 2 — 5). children under 2-years-old are free. admission fees for non-residents are
slightly higher. the aquatic center’s concession stand will be selling a variety of food and drink items.

thousands of people attend Palm desert’s Independence day celebration each year and parking
can be a challenge, especially in the late afternoon when streets around civic center Park and the
aguatic center begin to close.

aquatic center visitors are encouraged to arrive early and plan for parking. alternative options
include magnesia Falls drive east of Portola avenue as well as the parking lot for magnesia Falls Park.

Fireworks and sparklers are designed to explode or
throw off showers of hot sparks. temperatures may exceed 1200°F.

Personal fireworks are illegal in Palm desert and the city’s firefighters
encourage everyone who enjoys the eye-popping colors and earth-shaking
explosions of a good display to attend an organized public fireworks show
such as the city’s Independence day celebration at Palm desert civic center
Park on Friday, july 4.

COPS Vacation Check Program

offers enhanced summer security

Sizzling summer temperatures inspire many Palm desert residents to see
july and august as a perfect time to leave town for an extended vacation in

cooler destinations.

vacationing residents and others who need
to leave their Palm desert homes for extended
stays have a way to feel more secure about
their property thanks to the city’s citizens on
Patrol (coPs) vacation check Program.

coPs volunteers will patrol and visit
registered single-family homes in
non-gated communities while residents
are away for two weeks or more. these
ongoing visits include checks for broken
windows, evidence of intrusion, vandalism,
and other obvious problems. coPs
inspections are confined to the exteriors of

participating homes and any problems will be reported to the resident and
the Palm desert Police department, as appropriate.

Trash Fees Changing

beginning in july, Palm desert residents will see changes in their trash
bills for the first time in five years.

the change will result in a 13 cents per month increase for
residents who use a standard 96-gallon container and a $2.78 per
month increase for businesses with a three-yard bin that is serviced
three times a week.

Palm desert’s contract with burrtec waste and recycling services
allows the waste company the opportunity to implement an annual
increase in waste hauling fees, tied to inflation, as indicated by the
Producer Price Index.

Prior to this most recent change, residential rate increases from
burrtec have been offset since 2010 at the direction of the city
council. at the time, council members cited the national
economic downturn and its impact on the ability of residents to afford
an increase as reasons for the decision to subsidize the trash rates
using recycling fees paid to the city by burrtec.

those recycling fees are now fully accounted for by the city’s
ongoing subsidies of resident and commercial rates. In may, the
council voted unanimously to allow the modest increases proposed
for 2014 to be applied to burrtec customers.
